Advanced Placement (AP) results for school years 2005-06 through 2008-09 are
shown below, with the most recent first. In short, these data reveal a four-year profile of
improved student performance during this time frame.

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These most recent 2008-09 AP results reveal 76 more students taking the tests
compared to the prior 2007-08 school year; 184 more AP tests were taken than the prior
school year; and 47 more college-level 3s, 4s, and 5s were recorded by W-JCC students than
the prior 2007-08 school year.

Since 2005-06, the most recent 2008-09 test results reveal 383 more students taking the
AP exams; 694 more AP tests were taken; and 132 more college-level 3s, 4s, and 5s have
been recorded.
